GENERAL MEETING MINUTES

Treasurer’s report:   At the next meeting (March 7) there will be a vote by the general membership of the budget.  Pam Griffith went over the Jan –Dec 11 financial report. The budget is based on a projected 115 students in Marching Band. Boosters will need to earn about $75,000 this year. 
A parent expressed a concern about the doubly of IPE fees this year especially considering we are not chartering a bus and they are not paying for the hotel for the drivers.  She questioned the high cost even though we no longer have techs for a symbol line or visual.

Old Business- 
Social committee- Leonora Clark prepared refreshments for the 8th grade parent night which immediately preceded the Booster meeting.  She also served refreshments at the Booster meeting tonight. 
Fundraisers: Diane Bengson, Ways and Means Trustee, reported.
Cub Bagging occurred on Feb 5.  They earned $795.92 in tips, which will be divided between the students according to the hours that they worked. They earned $10.75 per hour. This money will go to pay for their IPE and Winter Guard fees.

Cookie Dough Sales continue through Feb 14.  Profits are $6.30 per box of cookie dough sold and will be applied to students’ band fees.  Orders and money can be given to Mr. Foster or Mrs. Siler, dropped off at scrip this Thursday, or brought to the band room door on Feb. 15 between 8:30-9:15 pm. Two to three volunteers are needed on Tues, Feb. 22 from 3-6 to help at Market Day with the cookie dough distribution.

Winter Invitational - Sunday, Feb. 27. The schedule for the day should be posted by Feb. 20 on the MEPA site. 41 groups have registered.  We need:

UD- Jack Kohlhepp reported.  Boosters were paid for working 10 out of 14 games and $3340 was earned.  The HS Band concert is on the same day as a basketball game so Jack is asking for Winter Guard parent help.

Dragons – There are three training dates for Dragon’s Guest Path and alcohol training which is required in order to work a Dragon’s game.  If kids work, they have to go to training.  Training required yearly for Dragons and every three years for UD.
Flower sales:  Moira Betts reported that we are still purchasing from Berns’.  She eliminated some flowers but added new ones.  Some of the new ones include purple and gold flowers, snapdragons, and wave petunias.  Gift cards will be available and there is will be a Berns’ in Dayton. Prices changed and most everything was raised by a dollar.  There will be deliveries before Mothers Day.  Kids get packets in the next few weeks.  Different color orders for seniors so their forms can be easily identified next year so their customer base will be available.  Orders will be due Mar 25.  A senior parent asked if there is any incentive for senior sales this year.   It was determined that senior sales can be applied to the New York trip if they supply their orders by 25 Mar.  
Euchre tournament – Paula Trimbach reported.  Paula and Tami Jankowski are co-chairs.  The tournament is scheduled for 19 Mar and it will be conducted as both a tournament with cash prizes for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places and casual Euchre for those who do not want to play in the tournament.  There will be pulled pork and chicken with sides, a dessert and coffee bar, soda and beer.  There will be chances on numerous door prizes and a 50/50 drawing.
Volunteer activity binder:  Carolyn Barnes is trying to make a binder of volunteer activities so more people can sign up early and new Boosters will be more aware of volunteer positions.
